Delhi/NCR - 13" February 2026 - Spring is here to spell the momentum of this season’s sourcing with the upcoming 615t
edition of IHGF Delhi Fair — Spring 2026, being organised from 14" to 18™ February 2026 by the Export Promotion Council
for Handicrafts (EPCH) and hosted at the state-of-the-art India Expo Centre & Mart on the Greater Noida.

Showecasing fresh design perspectives and innovative product propositions, the fair offers a rich and diverse product
spectrum suited to varied lifestyles and living environments, while highlighting opportunities that promote sustainable
living. It continues to evolve with the changing expectations of exhibitors, buyers and industry stakeholders, strengthening
its position as a progressive, future-ready trade platform. With Home, Lifestyle, Fashion, Furnishing, Furniture and Interior
as main segments, this edition is spread across 17 halls dedicated to the 16 prominent display divisions, including Home
Decor and Accents; Home Furnishing, Carpets & Rugs; Textiles & Linen; Gifts & Premiums; Interiors; Furniture; Fashion
Jewellery; Bags & Accessories; Lamps & Lighting Accessories; Outdoor and Garden; Aroma, Spa & Lifestyle; Christmas and
Festive Décor; Kitchen and Dinnerware; Bathroom Accessories; Cane, Bamboo, Paper & Eco-Friendly Products; Kids &
Babies Toys & Accessories.

Commenting on the timing of the fair, Dr. Neeraj Khanna, Chairman, EPCH said, “We are well scheduled when the
international sourcing fraternity is looking up to India. International trade looks promising after major upheaveals in the
world order. The historic India-UK Free Trade Agreement (FTA), last year paved the way for enhanced market access and
equitable trade opportunities. The India—EU Free Trade Agreement signed in January 2026 strengthens India’s trade
framework with one of the world’s most quality-conscious markets, marking a pivotal moment for exports. With zero-duty
access, it opens significant growth opportunities for the handicrafts sector across EU markets. We are well positioned to
expand our footprint across EU markets, with strong buyer participation expected from these countries.”

“IHGF Delhi Fair — Spring 2026 is placing a strong focus on furniture this edition, with over 350 exhibitors participating in a
dedicated display of 10,000 sqm spread across 4 halls. This focused showcase brings together a comprehensive range of
export-ready furniture and allied home categories, enabling global buyers to explore depth in design, materials and
craftsmanship while facilitating meaningful sourcing conversations and business conversions on a single platform”



Dr. Khanna further added that “itis the first that the 61st IHGF Delhi Fair— Spring 2026 will feature a ‘Purvalokan’ (Preview).
Purvalokan is an evening preview of the fair, held one day before the official opening, where the Chief Guest and key
stakeholders take an early walkthrough to experience the showcase, interact with exhibitors and see the export-ready
collections ahead of buyer entry. The Chief Guest’s visit and encouraging words will boost the confidence of our artisans,

exporters and exhibitors and will reaffirm IHGF as a future-ready global sourcing platform for ‘India Handmade’.

Dr. Khanna highlighted that “as part of EPCH’s Europe-focused market development strategy, a recent delegation visited
Amsterdam, (The Netherlands), Birmingham (UK), and Frankfurt (Germany) with the objective of exploring on-ground
potential, strengthening buyer linkages, and assessing new channels for sustained market access.”

He further emphasized that this initiative is designed to complement trade fair participation by facilitating warehousing,
fulfillment, and Just-in-Time (JIT) delivery models, enabling faster and more efficient access to European buyers. To create
greater awareness among exporters, an interactive session is being organized on 16th February at 6:00 p.m. at the fair
venue, encouraging more exporters to explore this innovative model of exporting through integrated warehousing-cum-
showroom facilities in overseas markets.

Echoing the positive outlook towards visitor expectancy to the fair, Dr. Rakesh Kumar, Director General in the role of
Chief Mentor, EPCH and Chairman, IEML, shared, “The India-US Joint Statement and subsequent Interim Agreement
further marks a significant step forward for the Indian handicrafts sector by easing tariff pressures and improving price
competitiveness in the US market. The move is expected to revive demand, enhance market access and generate fresh
export opportunities, particularly for MSME and artisan-led enterprises. Greater tariff stability and recognition of artisanal
and home décor products are set to strengthen buyer confidence, encourage sustained exporter participation and
reinforce India’s position in global handicrafts trade, creating positive momentum ahead of IHGF Delhi Fair Spring 2026.”

Mr. Sagar Mehta, Vice Chairman, EPCH added, “Our recent overseas participations and IHGF Delhi Fair buyer outreach
initiatives, including one-to-one meetings and promotional activities at leading shows in the UK, Germany and France,
have been well received by the international buying community, with many buyers confirming their visit to IHGF Delhi Fair-
Spring 2026. We have noted that European buyers are increasingly seeking authenticity, sustainability, design depth and
strong narratives - areas where India Handmade excels. Encouraging sentiment witnessed at global design platforms,
supported by an improved trade framework, is expected to translate into stronger partnerships, higher-value orders and
an enhanced global positioning for Indian handicrafts.”

Informing about the composition of IHGF Delhi Fair-Spring 2026, Mr. Avdesh Agarwal, Chief Convenor, EPCH informed,
“This edition places a specialfocus on furniture, reflecting its expanding global demand across home and lifestyle markets.
Bringing together manufacturers from major hubs and emerging regions across India in four seamlessly connected halls,
the showcase highlights sustainable materials, innovative designs and new entrepreneurial initiatives—creating a single
destination for discovering India’s diverse furniture traditions, materials and contemporary expressions.”

Mr. Mohit Chopra, President, IHGF Delhi Fair-Spring 2026 Reception Committee added, "Designed as an immersive
sourcing and networking experience, the current edition introduces several notable highlights, including deco-utility and
furnishing collections from leading manufacturing clusters, a strong showcase of innovative product developments and
fresh offerings by emerging start-ups. A rich and engaging sourcing experience awaits visitors, with Regional Displays
including themed presentations of Bihar crafts and artisan participation from Chhattisgarh.”

Mr. Gautam Nathany, Vice President, IHGF Delhi Fair-Spring 2026 Reception Committee informed, “The fair also
features a Trend Booth and curated collections by select handloom weavers from India’s North-Eastern states deputed by
the Office of the Development Commissioner (Handlooms), alongside handicraft designers and artisanpreneurs from
across India deputed by the Office of the Development Commissioner (Handicrafts). Further, the Young Designers’
Collective brings together designers with established credentials in their fields of work after their initial foundations in
premier institutes such as NID Ahmedabad, NIFT, Pearl Academy, the Royal College of Art, London, etc.”

“EPCH continues to organise engaging informative sessions during the fair,” Mr. Anand Jalan, Vice President, IHGF Delhi
Fair-Spring 2026 Reception Committee said and added, “The Higher Quest during the fair features Seminars and
Awareness Sessions on topics like Sustainability-More than a Trend; Leveraging recent Free Trade Agreements(FTAs);



Market Diversification-emerging destinations and trend drivers Design Futures-2027; What Buyers Want-product
presentation, communication and compliance; Digital Advertising in Exports and Expo Digitalin a Just-in-Time model. Craft
Demonstrations and Cultural Performances are also planned.”
